I’m not sure who we need to contact on this but there is a segment on the Lewis Creek Park 
Trail which needs some attention.  My wife slipped on it yesterday and broke her wrist and I 
slipped in the same location last year which resulted in numerous scrapes, cuts, and contusions 
to the right side of my body, including my face.  There is loose gravel at this location which 
becomes very slippery as the soil underneath dries out.  I’m not sure what the best solution is 
to resolve the condition, but something needs to be done to avoid any further injuries.   
  
I’ve attached photos of the location and also a picture of the locator sign at the 
trailhead.  There was previously a locator sign right at the point where the two trails intersect 
which was recently removed.   
  
I’d be more than happy to meet someone from your department at the location to review the 
details of each incident.  I’d also be willing to discuss possible solutions in order to 
mitigate/eliminate the potential for any future incidents at this location.  We have been very 
careful when we approach this location to slow down or even stop and then proceed in order to 
avoid what happened to me last year.  However, after yesterday’s unfortunate incident, my 
wife and I believe it’s time for someone to evaluate this location and make some improvements 
to the trail. 
  
Thank you for your attention to this matter.  We look forward to hearing from somebody in the 
near future to discuss how to proceed.

I have been working with Isaac since last Friday to address the problem and 
the ultimate solution.   
 
First of all, I was very surprised to receive a same day response from anyone in the department, 
and not just an email response, but a phone call from Isaac.  I was really pleased to speak with 
someone directly about the problem, and especially someone who was actually going to do 
something to resolve it.

We wouldn't have raised it as an issue if we didn't think it was a safety 
issue for more than just ourselves that required immediate attention. 
 
I'd also like to say to anyone who thinks that our local government isn't responsive to our 
needs, this situation clearly demonstrates that perception is totally misguided.
