General Information

· NOTICE:  Notice is hereby given that letters of interest and statements of qualifications will be accepted by the City of Bellevue, Washington for development of Conceptual Design Plans for Downtown Street Corridors and Revised Street Tree and Landscape Standards – RFQ #06-213.
· PURPOSE:  The purpose of this request for qualifications is to select a firm to assist the City in developing conceptual design plans to guide the build out of street corridors in downtown.  The firm will also develop updated street tree and landscape standards for downtown.

· BRIEF SCOPE OF SERVICES:  This project will develop conceptual design plans for five city selected street corridors in downtown; develop a toolkit of design alternatives for use in other streets in downtown and develop updated street tree and landscape standards for downtown.  The designs will build on and advance the urban design vision identified in the City’s Downtown Plan and will provide sufficient detail to guide the future implementation of sidewalks and landscaping in downtown.  The project focus is on design guidance for sidewalks and landscape treatments; this is not an engineering project.  See Attachment A for a draft scope of work for the Bellevue Great Streets Project.  The budget available for consultant services is $100,000. 

· SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS:  Interested consultants shall submit five (5) copies of a full statement of their qualifications, including: 

· A cover letter/statement of interest indicating the firm’s interest in the Project and highlighting its qualifications to perform the project.

· A proposed approach to the Project, including key activities, milestones, and products.

· A statement of qualifications, including related experience with similar types of projects and specific qualifications or resumes of key team members.

· One-to-three examples of similar projects, including references (does not count against ten-page limit)
The statement of qualifications shall not exceed twelve (12) pages in length   A single copy of up to three relevant work samples may be submitted in hard-copy format for city review as well (work samples do not count against maximum page length).

Respondents accept all risks of late delivery of mailed responses regardless of fault. Faxed and emailed submittals will not be accepted.
· SIGNATURES:  Qualifications shall be signed by one of the legally authorized officers of the consultant firm.  If awarded the contract, the contract shall also be so executed.

· QUESTIONS:  Questions regarding this project may be directed to Michael Ingram via e-mail at mingram@bellevuewa.gov or 425-452-4166.  Unauthorized contact regarding this RFP with other City employees may result in disqualification.  Any oral communications will be considered unofficial and non-binding on the City.

· EVALUATION CRITERIA & PROCESS:  Evaluation of the qualifications received by the City will be based on the criteria listed below which may be weighted as deemed appropriate by the review committee.  The following criteria will be used:

· Responsiveness and completeness of proposal; 

· Experience of firm with similar projects;

· Experience of team managers and key staff; and 

· Overall quality of statement of qualifications.

The City may select a limited number of consultants for in-person interviews before the selection committee. 

· REJECTION OF QUALIFICATIONS:  The city reserves the right to reject any and all qualifications and to waive irregularities and informalities in the submittal and evaluation process.  This RFQ does not obligate the city to pay any costs incurred by respondents in the preparation and submission of their qualifications. Furthermore, the RFQ does not obligate the city to accept or contract for any expressed or implied services.

· CONTRACT AWARD:  The City reserves the right to make an award without further discussion of the submittals.  The firm selected as the apparently successful firm will be expected to enter into a contract with the City.  A sample City contract is provided on the City’s website at www.bellevuewa.gov.  To view a PDF version of the sample contract document click on “Find”, then click “Bid Information” and select “Professional Services Contract”.  Please review this contract prior to submitting a statement of qualifications.  Following consultant selection, the successful consultant shall prepare a proposal and scope of work for review by the City.  Once the City and Consultant have reached an agreement on the scope of services, a final contract will be prepared by the City.  The foregoing should not be interpreted to prohibit either party from proposing additional contract terms and conditions during the negotiations of the final Contract.  If the selected firm fails to sign the Contract within ten (10) business days of delivery of the final Contract, the City may elect to negotiate a Contract with the next-highest ranked firm. The City shall not be bound, or in any way obligated, until both parties have executed a Contract.  No party may incur any chargeable costs prior to the execution of  the final Contract. 

· CONTRACT NEGOTIATION: The City reserves the right to negotiate all elements of the requirements, submittals, proposals, terms and conditions, and/or scope of work as part of the contract negotiation process prior to any formal authorization of the Contract by the City.

· UNAUTHORIZED WORK: Any unauthorized out of scope work will not be paid.

· EQUAL OPPORTUNITY EMPLOYMENT: The successful consultant or consultants must comply with the City of Bellevue equal opportunity requirements.  The City of Bellevue is committed to a program of equal employment opportunity regardless of race, color, creed, sex, age, nationality or disability.

· INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS:  The selected firm shall maintain insurance that is sufficient to protect the firm’s business against all applicable risks, as set forth in the city’s Standard Insurance Requirements Attachment “B”.  Please review insurance requirements prior to submitting a statement of qualifications.  If selected firm is unable to meet these standard requirements, please note current or proposed insurance coverages in submittal.  Standard requirements may be negotiated if it is in the best interest of the city. 

· BUSINESS REGISTRATION AND TAXATION:  The consultant or consultants awarded the contract will be subject to City of Bellevue Business Registration and Business Taxation as presented in the Bellevue City Code. Questions about the city’s Business and Occupation (B&O) tax should be directed to the City’s Tax office at 425-452-6851.

· NON-ENDORSEMENT:  As a result of the selection of a firm to supply products and/or services to the City, firm agrees to make no reference to the City in any literature, promotional material, brochures, sales presentation or the like without the express written consent of the City.

· NON-COLLUSION:  Submittal and signature of a statement of qualifications swears that the document is genuine and not a sham or collusive, and not made in the interest of any person not named, and that the consultant has not induced or solicited others to submit a sham offer, or to refrain from proposing.

· COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS:  In addition to nondiscrimination and affirmative action compliance requirements previously listed, the consultant or consultants ultimately awarded a contract shall comply with federal, state and local laws, statutes and ordinances relative to the execution of the work.  This requirement includes, but is not limited to, protection of public and employee safety and health; environmental protection; waste reduction and recycling; the protection of natural resources; permits; fees; taxes; and similar subjects.

· PUBLIC RECORDS:  Under Washington state law, the documents (including but not limited to written, printed, graphic, electronic, photographic or voice mail materials and/or transcriptions, recordings or reproductions thereof) submitted in response to this RFQ (the “documents”) become a public record upon submission to the city, subject to mandatory disclosure upon request by any person, unless the documents are exempted from public disclosure by a specific provision of law.  If the city receives a request for inspection or copying of any such documents it will promptly notify the person submitting the documents to the city (by U.S. mail and by fax if the person has provided a fax number) and upon the written request of such person, received by the city within five (5) days of the mailing of such notice, will postpone disclosure of the documents for a reasonable period of time as permitted by law to enable such person to seek a court order prohibiting or conditioning the release of the documents.  The city assumes no contractual obligation to enforce any exemption.

· COOPERATIVE PURCHASING:  RCW 39.34 allows cooperative purchasing between public agencies (political subdivisions) in the State of Washington.  Public agencies that file an Interlocal Joint Purchasing Agreement with the City of Bellevue may also wish to procure the goods and/or services herein offered by the selected consultant.  The selected consultant shall have the option of extending its offer to the City of Bellevue to other agencies for the same cost, terms and conditions.

Draft Scope of Work

Bellevue Great Streets Project

Project Objective
The Great Streets project will provide implementation direction for street corridor development in downtown. It will carry forward the urban design vision and concepts identified in the 2003 Downtown Implementation Plan (www.bellevuewa.gov/downtown_planning.htm) so as to create a foundation for future development of aesthetically-pleasing and pedestrian-friendly downtown streets.  Corridor design considerations should be given to all portions of the public realm located between street walls (building walls that generally abut the downtown sidewalks). 

Background 
The Downtown Implementation Plan (DIP) sets out an urban design vision of downtown as a “Great Place”. It articulates a set of design principles, including a hierarchy of streets (pedestrian bias, auto bias, neutral), five signature streets (for shopping, entertainment and commerce) and a grid of nine subareas.  Land Use Code section 20.25A.060 guides the current implementation of street frontage improvements in downtown.  It specifies the width of the sidewalk and landscape area (totaling 16’ in the core of downtown and along certain major corridors, 12’ in the remaining areas), the street tree species and provides general direction for landscape enhancements along certain major corridors. The current Code language reflects the DIP vision only to a limited degree; this project will provide additional direction and define an additional range of options to facilitate a fuller implementation of the urban design vision specified in the DIP.  Project outcomes are desired to create: 

· A cohesive vision for how street frontages and corridors should develop.  The Downtown Implementation Plan identifies several “signature streets” and nine subareas within downtown, each of which should develop its own identity. The street frontage designs are a key opportunity to establish and strengthen the identities of the signature streets and of the various subareas. 

· Comprehensive direction for alternative elements that might be incorporated into the street frontage.  Developers who wish to incorporate non-standard frontage treatments, such as pavement variation, alternative landscaping, grade changes and furniture, must work with the City’s Development Services staff to deviate from adopted standards for materials and designs.  City staff want to be able to provide proactive guidance on a broader range of alternative materials and designs that are acceptable.  Additionally, as more development occurs and this process continues, there is a desire to ensure that that the frontages appear coordinated and opportunities are realized to reinforce overall corridor or district identities. 

· Updated specifications for street trees and landscape treatments that will complement and help define the character of the street frontages and corridors, provide comfortable conditions for pedestrians and be compatible with vehicle mobility goals. 

Recently, extensive frontage improvements were constructed along a segment of Bellevue Way between NE 7th and NE 8th Streets.  These have been favorably received and may provide a model for frontage treatments for other segments along this corridor. 

There is currently a design process underway for NE 2nd Street to determine a five-lane roadway footprint, the sidewalk dimensions and the streetscape features for the segment between Bellevue Way and 112th Avenue NE.  An urban design consultant is assisting with developing a vision and streetscape plan for this corridor.  Outcomes of the Great Streets project should be complementary to this effort. 

Concurrent with the Great Streets project will be a preliminary design study to determine the operational issues and geometric requirements associated with the prospective conversion of 106th and 108th Avenues into a one-way couplet.  The Great Streets project will incorporate information from this parallel project regarding requirements for these corridors and stakeholder outreach for the two projects will be coordinated to the extent feasible and useful. 

Project Outcomes
The outcome of this initiative will be a Downtown Bellevue Conceptual Street Design Plans and Toolkit. The Conceptual Street Design Plans will focus on a limited number of street corridors (five are anticipated) and the Toolkit will address other areas of downtown. 
· For certain key corridors—to be identified by the City—the Conceptual Street Design Plans will reflect desired street dimensions and channelization, sidewalk width and material, landscape elements and overall functional and aesthetic character.  

· For other areas of downtown, not selected as key corridors, the Street Design Toolkit will offer a palate of potential design treatments, materials options, landscaping options, and street furniture that can—depending on the conditions along a particular corridor or in a particular district—be selected and utilized along a frontage. 

· A revised street tree plan and landscape design standards for downtown will also be developed as a component of this effort. 

Implementation of the designs will occur incrementally, as new development projects construct frontage improvements or City CIP projects impact the street prism. 

Project Process and Tasks

Following is a draft consultant scope of work for the Bellevue Great Streets project. A more detailed, specific scope of work will be negotiated by the City and the selected consultant. The City anticipates a budget of $100,000 for consultant services for this project. 

The project will start in February 2007 and it is anticipated that final designs will be completed and the consultant work ending in Fall 2007. 

City staff will work with the selected consultant to develop a stakeholder involvement process.  A potential model for the process is to hold a series of several stakeholder workshops for each of the selected corridors (i.e., the Conceptual Streets Design Plans element of this project).  Once tested and refined for the initial corridor, the meetings for two corridors could be scheduled back-to-back, so as to create efficiencies for staff and consultant resources and limit the number of meetings and dates that interested stakeholders must contend with.  Some outreach and engagement will also be necessary to seek input on and validate designs for street features in the downtown subareas (i.e., the Street Design Toolkit elements).  Stakeholder engagement for this project will be coordinated with engagement for other City projects in the Downtown.  City staff will assume a significant role in organizing and facilitating the stakeholder engagement and in conducting the stakeholder engagement process. 

Task 1. Streetscape Design Plans

See attached Map A for street corridors included in the scope of this project. 

The outcome of this task will be: 

· Concept plan drawings for five City-identified street corridors in downtown,

· A set of design alternatives--a “toolkit”--for use in other streets in downtown. 
The City will provide:

· Aerial photos of downtown, 

· Information about existing and planned street dimensions, 

· Information about current requirements for sidewalks and street frontage improvements, 

· Information about current street tree and landscape requirements,

· Information about development projects currently in the pipeline and the frontage improvements to be constructed by each.

The City may also have available renderings—produced in SketchUp software—of the prospective buildout of the areas in the vicinity of the NE 6th Street Pedestrian Corridor. 

A.
Conceptual Design Plans for select corridors or street segments

Consultant will perform and/or provide: 

· Design concepts for the City-selected street frontages in downtown.  The streetscape drawings will reflect the roadway cross-section (either existing or planned), sidewalks and hardscape elements, landscape elements and planting types, street furniture, and other streetscape features.  The concept plan drawings for the corridors will offer sufficient detail and precision so as to guide the future development of engineering drawings for the implementation of frontage improvements along every block and every parcel at such time as frontage improvements are to be constructed. 

· Generally, the design concepts will be developed and preferred designs selected with the assumption that improvements will be limited to the public right-of-way or to the right-of-way plus any additional width for roadway and sidewalk and adjacent open space (if any) specified by current Land Use Code requirements. 

· For several street segments, consideration will be given to alternative sidewalk and landscape area dimensions that utilize a 16’ sidewalk/landscape area instead of the current 12’ sidewalk/landscape area currently specified in the Land Use Code. For these segments, the consultant will provide alternative design options showing different sidewalk and landscape configurations. 

· Perspective images for up to five corridors. The City prefers these be developed using SketchUp software. 

B.
Street Design Toolkit
Street segments within the scope of this project (see Map A), and not covered in the corridor designs in Task 1A., are included in this task item. 

Consultant will perform and/or provide: 

· A toolkit of street frontage design options, organized according to the downtown district framework (indicated in Map B, seven districts total).  The designs will reflect and augment, to the extent that useable guidance is available, the specific character of each district.  For any given district, there will be at least two design options provided.  The drawings and specifications will include sidewalks and hardscape elements, landscape elements and planting types as well as street furniture and other streetscape features.  The concept plan drawings for the corridors will offer sufficient detail and precision so as to guide the future development of engineering drawings for the implementation of frontage improvements along every block at such time as frontage improvements are to be constructed. 

Anticipated budget for Tasks 1A and 1B: $85,000

Task 2: Streetscape Vegetation - Planning, Design and Maintenance
The City’s Environmental Best Management Practices and Design Standards Manual, Chapter 7 consolidates and provides consistency to the streetscape standards and vegetation management practices for Rights-of-Way in the City of Bellevue.  This task will encompass all the area indicated within the boundary of Downtown and will, in addition, extend south on Bellevue Way to SE Wolverine Way/SE 3rd Street. See attached Map A for Downtown boundary. 

The outcome of this task will be: 

· Revised Land Use Code language

· Content for Chapter 7 of the City’s Environmental Best Management Practices and Design Standards Manual. 

These will specify the species of trees and other plantings indicated in the conceptual plans, will specify the base soil type and will indicate other relevant considerations so as to provide for the health and longevity of plantings specified for the street corridors, including which plantings are the responsibility of the City to maintain and which will be the responsibility of the adjacent property owner.  

City will provide: 

· The City’s 1992 Street Tree Management Plan

· Transportation Code – chapters 14.60.110, Street Frontage Improvements and 14.60.120, Landscaping in the Right-of-Way

· City of Bellevue Street Tree Development Standards (text and drawings)

· Land Use Code – chapter 20.25A.060, Walkways and Sidewalks, Section B. Street Trees Required – Perimeter

· City of Bellevue Designated Street Trees, Approved Street Trees List and recommendations for alternative tree species for select corridors

· Parks – Downtown Needs Assessment, Recommendation Area #1 – Urban Trail System and Recommendation Area #3 – Active Recreation Opportunities

· City of Bellevue Environmental Best Management Practices and Design Standards Manual 
· A digital inventory of the existing Downtown streetscapes (trees and planter beds) managed and maintained by the City of Bellevue

· Information concerning landscaping treatments at several new projects on Bellevue Way.

Consultant will perform and/or provide: 

· Review existing street tree and landscaping requirements for downtown (specified in Land Use Code section 20.25.060) and the supporting documents listed above.

· Develop a recommended update to Land Use Code Chapter 20.25.060,
· Update the City of Bellevue’s street tree development standards for downtown (text and drawings) for inclusion in the City of Bellevue Environmental Best Management Practices and Design Standards Manual, Chapter 7 - Streetscapes (a technical support document for LUC requirements) that is consistent with the streetscape features included in the Downtown Bellevue Conceptual Street Design Plans and Toolkit. 
Anticipated budget for Task 2: $15,000

Deliverables
1. Downtown Bellevue Conceptual Street Design Plans and Toolkit. 
a. Conceptual design plan drawings for five street corridors.

b. A toolkit showing alternative street frontage designs, organized by downtown district (seven districts in total).

c. Drawings and specifications for constructing any unique features included in the design plan drawings and toolkit (e.g., raised planter boxes, paving, etc) and details of any elements specified (e.g., street furniture).

2. Street Tree and Landscape standards. 

a. An update to Land Use Code Chapter 20.25.060

b. Update of Category One – Downtown/CBD and Category Three – Buffer Landscaping, Street Tree Design Concept drawings and text.

c. Incorporate deliverables 2.a and 2.b into Chapter 7 of the City’s Environmental Best Management Practices and Design Standards Manual.

Potential Phase 2 services (not a part of this scope of work):
A. Develop design concepts and templates for mid-block pedestrian links that are constructed in conjunction with development projects (per requirements of Land Use Code section 20.25A.060.C).

B. Develop design concepts for mid-block private roadway connections to serve as parking garage access, to provide off-street access for loading/delivery needs in the downtown and provide pedestrian linkages. Locations of eleven such corridors are identified in the Downtown Subarea Plan, policy S-DT-144. (www.bellevuewa.gov/pdf/PCD/CompPlan_Vol_2_SP04.DowntownPlan.pdf). 

C. Review the existing Pedestrian Corridor and Major Public Open Space Design Guidelines (for NE 6th Street between 110th Avenue and Bellevue Way, see www.bellevuewa.gov/bellcode/PedCorr_openSpace.pdf); revise to reflect changes specified or implied in the 2003 Downtown Implementation Plan update, to consider concepts identified in the September 2004 Downtown Charrette and coordinate with designs, materials, landscaping and streetscape character included in the new Great Streets Conceptual Plan and Toolkit. 

D. Provide design guidance and/or concepts for required Minor Publicly Accessible Open Spaces adjacent to sidewalks. Requirements for Minor Publicly Accessible Open Spaces are specified in Land Use Code Sections 20.25A.070.B.4., 20.25A.100.E.5. 

Design Resources 

Streetscape designs should be informed by the following considerations, guidelines and regulations: 

· Conceptual design plans for Bellevue Way, 106th and 108th Avenues will provide implementation direction for the concept of “signature streets” for shopping (Bellevue Way), for entertainment (106th Avenue) and commerce (108th Avenue) as identified in the Downtown Subarea Plan and described in the Downtown Implementation Plan (see p 4-6, http://www.bellevuewa.gov/downtown_planning.htm).

· The corridor and toolkit designs will reflect and strengthen the identity of the seven downtown districts (Old Bellevue, Eastside Center, Northwest Village, City Center North, Ashwood, East Main, City Center South) identified in the Downtown Subarea Plan (see Map B for locations of these districts). A separate, parallel project on downtown District Identity may be underway and able to provide input concerning the character to be expressed for each district. 

· The corridor designs will recognize and complement the Major Public Open Space required at intersections with the NE 6th Street Pedestrian Corridor (Land Use Code section 20.25A.100.E.4; www.bellevuewa.gov/bellcode/PedCorr_openSpace.pdf) and Minor Publicly-accessible Open Spaces required in the Old Bellevue and in the Downtown Core Design District (Land Use Code sections 20.25A.070.B.4, 20.25A.100.E.5).

· The designs will complement the streetwall formed by adjacent buildings or implied for future development by the City’s Building/Sidewalk Relationships Design Guidelines (Land Use Code section 20.25A.115; www.bellevuewa.gov/bellcode/BldgsidewalkDG.pdf). 

· The corridor designs will recognize and complement the mid-block pedestrian routes that currently exist in certain blocks in the downtown and which are required through each downtown superblock. (Land Use Code section 20.25A.060.C). 

· The corridor and toolkit designs will accommodate and incorporate, to the extent feasible, the wayfinding aids (signs, kiosks, gateway features) shown in the City’s Downtown Wayfinding Design Manual (now in final draft form).

· The designs should complement the streetscape design developed for the NE 2nd Street preliminary design project (which involves the widening of the corridor to five lanes between Bellevue Way and 112th Avenue). The timeline for the NE 2nd Street project is slightly ahead of the timeline for the Great Streets project. 

· All designs should reflect the tradition of Bellevue as a “City in a Park”, with exceptional quality of landscape design. Consideration should also be given to the how designs might encourage physical activity and promote public health through active living.

· The street tree and landscape designs and the deliverables should be informed by the City’s  Environmental Best Practices and Design Standards Manual, (posted at www.bellevuewa.gov/Parks_Env_Best_Mgmt_Practices.htm)

· The consultant will review the “Great Ideas for a Great Place” sketchbook from the September 2004 Downtown Charrette for streetscape design concepts and inspiration (posted at www.bellevuewa.gov/downtown_planning.htm).

· The Consultant will review the document “Streets That Work, A reference handbook for the City of Bellevue” (to be made available in hard-copy form).
