We Need Your Help

As fall approaches, the Bellevue street maintenance 
workers are looking to residents for help in keeping 
city streets clean. Many neighborhoods have 
overgrown trees and vegetation blocking access to 
sidewalks and travel lanes. While crews can trim 
along main roads, the city lacks the resources to 
clear all of the residential trees.

Residents are responsible for trimming trees 
and shrubs on residential streets and keeping 
sidewalks near their homes clear of vegetation 
and debris. Such maintenance ensures access 
for cars, trucks, pedestrians and street sweepers. 
Here’s what you can do to help:

•	 Trim vegetation back one foot behind 
sidewalks, seven feet above sidewalks, and 15 
feet over roadways. The City owns two street 
sweepers to keep roads clear for drivers, 
bicyclists and pedestrians. But if trees have 
grown over curbs, sweepers can’t safely clear 
away leaves and other debris. This can cause 
damage to the sweeper, or lead to flooding 
due to clogged storm drains.

•	 Remove leaves and other debris from storm 
drains near your home to help prevent 
flooding. City workers remove leaves as part 
of routine maintenance, but in the fall, there 
is no way to keep all 30,000 storm drains 
clear without the public’s help.
