Thank you for contacting Neighborhood Traffic Safety Services and letting us know your concerns with vehicle
speeds and cut-through traffic on 110th Ave SE south of SE 28th St. We have completed a field review and data
analysis and compiled this information into the enclosed Traffic Action Plan (TAP), as well as our

recommendations.

Speed studies were conducted on 110th Ave SE south of SE 28th Pl. The speed studies were conducted
September 12-18, 2014. These studies show 85% of motorists are traveling at or below 27 mph in the northbound
direction and at or below 26 mph in the southbound direction. These speeds are similar to those from a 2007
study, where 85% of motorists were traveling at or below 27 mph in the northbound and southbound directions.
An accident study was also conducted along 110th Ave SE between SE 28th St and SE 34th St, and there were no

reported accidents along this corridor.

You noted concerns with cut-through traffic on southbound 110th Ave SE due to tolling on SR 520. Our studies
show average daily traffic of 643 vehicles on 110th Ave SE. Of these 643 vehicles, 349 were recorded traveling
southbound (54%), and 294 were recorded traveling northbound (46%). 110* Avenue SE provides access to a
number of homes in the Enatai neighborhood. On average, we find each household generates 8-10 trips per day.
With the number of homes in the area, these volumes are to be expected. We realize there may be some motorists
who are using the local streets to bypass the adjacent arterial streets; however, these studies do not indicate a

significant problem at this time.

Over the next several years, Transportation staff will continue to monitor traffic in your community as the Sound
Transit East Link construction and closure of the South Bellevue Park-and-Ride begin. This will include working
with area residents to prepare for the potential impacts these projects will have on the Enatai neighborhood.

To address those motorists choosing to drive faster than the posted speed limit, we encourage you and your
neighbors to participate in one of our education programs as described on page 3 of this report. Our records
indicate that you borrowed a radar dolly two years ago. You are welcome to borrow it again. The radar dolly has
been effective in decreasing vehicle speeds in many areas of Bellevue by encouraging motorists to reduce their
speed. I encourage you to fill out the radar dolly request form. Once we receive this form from you, City staff will
contact you to make arrangements for both the drop-off and pick-up of the radar dolly at your home. If you would
like to request police enforcement, please do so by calling 425-577-5656.
