167th Avenue SE and SE 45th Street are residential streets
in the Cougar Mountain/Lakemont neighborhood of
Bellevue with a speed limit of 25 mph.

DAILY TRAFFIC
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The Mid-Week Average on SE 45th Street is 103 cars per day.

A three-year collision study was conducted on 167th Avenue SE
between SE 44th Place and SE 45th Place and SE 45th Street

between 165th Avenue SE and 168th Avenue SE, and there were no

RADAR DOLLY

at your home.
