Proposed solutions will
consider the effects on potential future private development in the area, stream and wetland impacts, and
connections to nearby transit stations, the BelRed roadway network and existing pedestrian and bicycle

facilities.

making an important multi-modal east-west
connection, for people who walk, roll, take
transit, or drive in the BelRed area.

m Connecting the existing east and west
segments of Northeast Spring Boulevard
which will result in a complete corridor from
downtown Bellevue through the revitalized
BelRed area.

m Adding sidewalks, bicycle facilities, street
lighting, landscaping and irrigation, storm
drainage and water quality treatment and
other underground utilities.

m Creating an elevated structure to span over

the wetlands and the West Tributary to Kelsey

Creek.

m Integrating with the proposed future West
Tributary park and connecting trails.
