What is better than a walk through a garden? Enjoy a morning of exploring and learning about
the beauty and importance of Bellevue Botanical Garden, a beloved 53-acre site in the heart of
Bellevue. Join your neighbors to connect with nature and to learn together. The mission of the
Garden is to display the best plants and gardening practices for healthy, beautiful Northwest
gardens. Discover all the Garden has to offer - from a collection of 3,000 unique varieties of plants
to educational programs, community events and more! Following your garden tour, immerse
yourself in a meditative Forest Bathing experience. It's a mostly silent, meandering walk with
guided mindfulness, encouraging you to engage all your senses in the environment and gain
some of many health benefits of Forest Bathing.

*This activity will take place completely outdoors at the Botanical Garden, 12001 Main Street.
Participants should dress for the weather and be prepared to travel over % mile. Most pathways
in the main Garden are covered with 3/8 minus gravel, which packs down and is considered an
ADA-compliant material. Some of the trails within the Garden are sloped.

Following the tour, it is a 1-mile drive or flat walk to join the Family Festival at the Spring District Park,
12167 NE 14th Terrace, Bellevue. Food trucks, live music, kids' activities and more from noon-2 p.m.
