Bellevue: Collision Related Fatalities & Serious Injuries
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There were 1,495 police reported collisions in the City of Bellevue in 2017, which resulted in 467 injuries. Every 17
days, someone is killed or seriously injured on Bellevue’s streets.
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Bellevue Data

Who/Vulnerable Populations:

» 43.3% of fatalities and serious injuries involve people walking or bicycling.

* People walking are involved in 2.7% of all collisions in Bellevue but they account for 28.2% of all fatalities and
serious injuries.

* People riding bicycles are involved in 1.8% of all collisions in Bellevue but they account for 15.1% of all
fatalities and serious injuries.

How:

* Top behaviors contributing to fatal and serious injury collisions: 39% were due to drivers not granting right-of-
way, 15% were due to impairment, 11% were due to inattention, 8% were due to speed, and 8% were due to
improper movement. 19% were due to other factors.

* Onein 14 pedestrians killed or seriously injured is hit by a driver under the influence of alcohol or drugs.

When/Where:

* 91.7% of fatal and serious injury collisions in Bellevue occur on arterials, which account for only 33.1% of the
City’s streets.

e City streets with a posted speed of 35 MPH or more see 40.5% of fatalities and serious injuries but account
for only 12.5% of streets in Bellevue.
